Health in Impact Assessments: An opportunity not to be missed
This report was published by EUPHA, WHO Europe and IAIA.

Prospective impact assessment is a consolidated approach for pursuing foresight in policy and
decision-making, systematically deployed worldwide. There is consensus that, even in well developed
impact assessments, human health is not always covered adequately. Partly as a response, health
impact assessment (HIA) has emerged and has been applied in several countries in Europe and
beyond. Opinions about the merits of HIA separate from other forms of impact assessment differ. This
publication aims to provide a detailed and balanced view on “health in impact assessments”. Five key
types of impact assessment, namely environmental impact assessment, strategic environmental
assessment, social impact assessment, sustainability assessment, and HIA are presented, and four
key questions are discussed: How can the various assessments contribute to promoting and
protecting human health? How can further integration of health support the various forms of impact
assessments? What forms of integration seem advisable? What priorities for further development?
This analysis suggests that the potential of impact assessments to protect and promote health is
underutilized, and represents a missed opportunity. Ways need to be found to exploit the potential to a
fuller extent. http://www.euro.who.int/en/health-topics...

High milk intake associated with mortality risk?

Swedish researchers have found that a high intake of milk may be associated with higher mortality
and fracture risks in women and higher mortality risk in men, but they caution against basing any
dietary recommendations on their findings, which were published online October 28 in BMJ. Karl
Michaélsson, MD, PhD, professor in medical epidemiology and senior consultant in orthopedic surgery
at Uppsala University in Sweden, and colleagues analyzed data on two large Swedish cohorts: one
with 61,433 women aged 39 to 74 years and another with 45,339 men aged 45 to 79 years.

Could shift work cause your brain to grow older faster?

Since the dawn of the industrial revolution, millions of people around the world have had jobs that
require them to work shifts that cross night and day and change on a weekly or even daily basis.
Scientists have long theorized that working irregular hours for extended periods of time could have the
same detrimental effect as chronic jet lag, disrupting the body’s natural time-keeping rhythms and
exacerbating health problems such as ulcers and weight gain.

Now a new study, published in the journal Occupational and Environmental Medicine, quantifies that
effect on the brain’s ability to think and remember. The researchers found that those who have worked
shifts for more than 10 years experienced a decline in cognitive function equivalent to 6.5 years of

aging.

Falls Leading Cause of Serious Head Trauma for Kids, Study Shows

A new study of more than 43,000 children finds that falls are the most common cause of head injuries
among younger kids.

For children under the age of 2, falls accounted for 77 percent of head injuries. For kids aged 2 to 12,
falls caused 38 percent of head injuries, the researchers said.

Many of these serious brain injuries result from car and bicycle accidents, said lead researcher Dr.
Nathan Kuppermann, a professor in the departments of emergency medicine and pediatrics at the
University of California, Davis School of Medicine. http://health.usnews.com/health-news/art...

Evidence from the University of Illinois at Chicago and the Center on Alcohol Marketing and Youth
(CAMY) at the Johns Hopkins Bloomberg School of Public Health indicates that alcohol taxes
increases reduce the harms resulting from excessive alcohol consumption, and also may lead to a
small net increase in the number of jobs.

The surefire way to eat healthier

There is a great deal of anecdotal evidence to suggest that cooking at home is better for our health.
It's also well known that eating convenience food is associated with poorer nutrition, obesity, and other
metabolic diseases. Food experts, ranging from NYU professor Marion Nestle to author Michael
Pollan and New York Times columnist Mark Bittman, have long argued that homemade meals belong
at the center of a healthy diet.

Yet little research to date has focused on the relationship between how often people cook at home
and the quality of their diets. A new study presented at the American Public Health Association annual
meeting and published in the journal Public Health Nutrition provides strong evidence to support the
connection. http://time.com/3590474/cooking-healthie...

Trends in health systems in the former Soviet countries

After the break-up of the Soviet Union in 1991, the countries that emerged from it faced myriad
challenges, including the need to reorganize the organization, financing and provision of health
services. Over two decades later, this book analyses the progress that twelve of these countries
(Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, the Republic of Moldova, the
Russian Federation, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Ukraine and Uzbekistan) have made in reforming their
health systems.
